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May received an MFA from San Jose State University and a BA from UCLA. Her work has
been exhibited at the Santa Cruz Museum of Art & History, the Monterey Museum, the De
Saisset Museum, Minnesota Street Project, the Headlands Center for the Arts, the Maloof
Foundation, the San Jose Institute of Contemporary Art, and the Craft and Folk Art Museum
in Los Angeles. She has had residencies at Jentel Arts in Wyoming, Kala in Berkeley, and the
Lucid Art Foundation in Inverness, CA. She has received a Santa Cruz County Rydell
Fellowship and been named a Silicon Valley Artist Laureate. May exhibits nationally and inter-
nationally and has been represented by Conrad Wilde Gallery in Tucson, AZ and Don Soker
in San Francisco. Most recently she and a collaborator were short-listed for the Australian
Print Triennial.
